in consideration for the sum of $xxx.xxx paid to the SELLER and guarantees by the BUYER and


SELLER herein provided.

The SELLER will be responsible for:

1) Registration of the litter according to AKC regulations

2) Will supply a 4-generation pedigree.

3) The puppy will have had its preliminary vaccination shots prior to its departure

4) The puppy will have been wormed.

5) The puppy will have been examined by a qualified ophthalmologist and written results will                    

    be provided.


6) The puppy will be sold on a LIMITED REGISTRATION agreement and cancellation of

    such agreement is subject to the following conditions:


a) Said dog must be cleared for hip dysplasia and elbow dysplasia through a recognized 

    institution (O.F.A.).

b) Said dog must have tested normal and hold a current eye clearance certificate issued    by a qualified ophthalmologist.

 
c) Said dog must have suitable Labrador Retriever temperament as determined by 


    SELLER.



d) Said dog is encouraged, but not required to have obtained at least one title recognized 

    by the AKC or CKC.  Examples include: Obedience(CD,CDX,UD), Tracking 
 

    Degree(TD,TDX),  Field Titles(WC,WCX,JH,SH,MH).


e) Said dog must be at least two (2) years of age.


f) Said dog has no disqualifications according to the AKC breed standard.


g) Copies of clearance certificates must be received by the SELLER before the AKC 

    LIMITED REGISTRATION will be changed. 

The BUYER will be responsible for:

1)  If the BUYER ever wishes to sell said dog the SELLER has the right of first refusal, at terms 
       no less favorable than would be offered to anyone else.

2) If the BUYER chooses to give said dog to a third party, the SELLER must be notified and       
      approve of the placement.

3) If said dog is sold by the BUYER to a third party, the BUYER shall furnish such third party a       copy of this agreement and shall notify such third party of all these terms and conditions.  The      third party of all its terms and conditions.  The third party must abide by this agreement and          any subsequent BUYER.

4) The BUYER agrees and binds himself to take good and reasonable care of said dog; feed and        house him properly, control him when off his premises and avoid loss by theft, running away,       damage by other dogs and otherwise.


a) At no time is the dog to be left tied, chained, confined to an outdoor kennel for 


    extended periods of time or in any way mistreated.


b) Said dog is being sold as a “house dog” to be kept indoors at night and during 


    inclement weather.

5) The BUYER agrees to secure the best of veterinary attention to the physical welfare of said 
     dog for the duration of the term of this agreements.  BUYER is responsible for all medical            expenses that may be incurred on behalf of said dog.

6) The BUYER agrees to hold SELLER harmless for any damage to property, other dogs or               persons that may be caused by said dog.




PUPPY HEALTH GUARANTEE

ALL PUPPIES ARE SOLD UNDER THE FOLLOWING TERMS:

The SELLER agrees to refund the entire purchase price paid by the BUYER for the puppy, if upon examination by a licensed veterinarian, the puppy is found to be in poor health.

In order for the Guarantee to be effective the BUYER must:

1) Take the puppy purchased from the SELLER to a licensed veterinarian for a physical examination within 48 hours of removing the puppy from the sellers premises.

2) Provide the statement from a licensed veterinarian outlining the reasons(s) that the puppy is in an unsatisfactory condition of health.  This statement must be signed by the veterinarian who conducted the physical examination of the puppy.

3) Return the puppy at BUYERS expense no later than seven (7) days from the purchase date.

No refund of the purchase price shall be made to the BUYER until all the above criteria have been met.

Note the SELLER will not be responsible for any veterinary or other costs incurred by the BUYER after the puppy leaves the premises.




HEALTH GUARANTEE 
The  SELLER agrees to either refund the entire purchase price paid by the BUYER for the puppy, or replace your puppy with one of equal value, if the puppy should become affected by a congenital problem and have to be euthanized before one year of age




     HIP GUARANTEE

If the dog does not pass O.F.A.with at least a FAIR rating, you may return your dog to the  SELLER for either a replacement puppy of equal value or the purchase price will be refunded to the BUYER.

In order for the Guarantee to be effective the BUYER must:


a)  A radiograph should be done after the dog has turned two and submitted to O.F.A.
b) The dog/bitch cannot have produced a litter or be used at stud prior to two years of 
     age.                              

c) This guarantee is good only to the original BUYER and is not transferable to 


     subsequent owners.
    


d) The dog/bitch must be maintained at an optimum body weight during the first 2 years.  
    Too much food can cause obesity and stress the bone structure trying to support the


    excess weight. Not enough food can cause deficiencies in the bones forming or lack of 
     
                proper vitamin/mineral levels needed for the bones to grow.  

If you choose to keep the dog/bitch it must be spayed/neutered with a signed certificate sent to the SELLER by a licensed veterinarian stating that said surgery has been done and the registration papers returned to the SELLER. If you choose to keep your dog, arrangements can be made for you to choose a replacement puppy with half of the original purchase price for the puppy going toward the replacement. 





EYE GUARANTEE

If the dog does not pass the eye exam with a qualified ophthalmologist and the cause is found to be a hereditary disease or disorder affecting the dogs vision,  you may return your dog to the  SELLER for either a replacement puppy of equal value or the purchase price will be refunded to the BUYER.

If you choose to keep the dog/bitch it must be spayed/neutered with a signed certificate sent to the SELLER by a licensed veterinarian stating that said surgery has been done and the registration papers returned to the SELLER. If you choose to keep your dog, arrangements can be made for you to choose a replacement puppy with half of the original purchase price for the puppy going toward the replacement. 

The SELLER reserves the right to refund purchase price of said puppy in lieu of providing a replacement puppy, if SELLER so chooses.

All guarantees are null and void if said dog is being used for breeding purposes before two (2) years of age.  

All guarantees are null and void if said dog is being used for breeding purposes before O.F.A. clearances for hip and elbow dysplasia  have been obtained or annual eye examination has not been done.

All guarantees are null and void when said dog reaches 30 months of age.
